The A:mzncan Institute of Pakistan Studies, in partnership with the University of Delaware, 1s offering a three-week summer
StemSisters program, funded by the Embassy of the United States in Islamabad, Pakistan, to encourage young women of
Pakistan to pursue training in Science, Technology, Engineering, and Mathematics (STEM), with a focus on building the
capacity of young women scholars to address the challenges Pakistan s facing from a variety of career trajectores. As part of
this program, selected students will travel to Delaware and Washington D.C. for three weeks from June 15 to July 5 and
participate in experiential learning activities with a focus on sustainability sciences.

The STEMSisters workshop will focus on the themes of climate and environmental change and on creating a sustamnable and
supportive network among the participants. Through a variety of learning formats, including guest lectures, seminars, talks by
academics, community, and business leaders, films, and field trips, participants will actively engage in group work, discussions,
reflection exercises, breakout sessions, and Q& A $essions, In turn encouraging comparative learning and knowledg
gevelopment about STEM subjects. This program aims to encourage young Pakistani wemen to create tailored pathways to
build their own STEM-based careers by modeling women experts in the field.
