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Abstract:
Romanticism was a literary movement of the late 18" century and early
19" century, a revolt against classicism to a more picturesque, original,
free and imaginative style in literature and art, emphasizing inspiration,
subjectivity, and the primacy of the individual and rejection of the
rationalism which characterized the Enlightenment. Most of the Pashto
poets of 20" century were influenced directly or indirectly by this
movement.
